It shows not only the ‘immaterial’ nature of mate-
rial goods but it shows the echoes of the great gathering force of the love of
God — a force that doesn’t care in the slightest about the material status of
the individual. This force is really summed up with Jesus’s pronouncement

. about the children of Jerusalem, that he wishes to gather them under his
wings. As we travel through Lent, let us put away our desires for worldly
things and allow ourselves to be gathered.



Pray that our divisions based on material status might be overcome; and pray for those who are
so weighed down by debilitating material concerns that they forget God.
